We are a 100% volunteer organization. So that there is no misunderstanding here are some guidelines for the 2010 Fall Season.

1. Payment of fees does not guarantee your child will be placed on a team. All players are considered on a first come first paid basis. Decisions on team sizes and numbers of teams are based upon number of volunteers and what best suits the needs of the majority of the league members. Refund policy is shown below and applies only if your child is placed on a team. 

2. If your payment is not valid for any reason, the dates these payments funds (including any returned fees) become available is the registration date of your player(s). NO EXCEPTIONS! 

3. Your fees include registration, insurance, uniforms, pictures and trophy. Please understand that pictures and trophies are done on a designated date. This date is published in advance in our bulletin and available each week at the field. These dates are also shown on our website at http://www.pysl.com/. Pictures are arranged on two different dates and you must be present in order to get individual pictures of your child. Trophies are awarded on ceremony days after the season has ended. If you cannot be present please make arrangements ahead of time with your child's coach in order to get their trophy. 

4. Please carefully mark all uniform sizes on the registration form. Sizes you mark are sizes we order, any mistakes you make will be reordered at cost and charged to you.

Please remember that the only way these can be addressed is in writing. We as a volunteer board take these concerns seriously and will only evaluate them if they are written and signed. Protests are covered very specifically in the rules of competition and our league President or Vice President will be happy to go over and assist you with this procedure.
